• Consistency: Be consistent in your approach to discipline and

classroom management.

• Communication: Maintain open lines of communication with

both students and their parents.

• Team Building: Encourage collaboration, teamwork and

cooperation through group activities. This allows students to

interact with and learn from each other. 

• Growth Mindset: Foster a growth mindset by emphasizing that

effort leads to improvement.

• Conflict Resolution: Teach students conflict resolution skills to

handle disagreements constructively.

• Flexibility: Adapt your teaching style to accommodate different

learning preferences.

• Student Involvement: Involve students in decision-making and

classroom activities.

• Empathy: Show empathy towards students' challenges and be

understanding.

• Classroom Routines: Establish daily routines that provide

structure and predictability.

• Encourage Questions: Create an environment where questions

are welcomed and encouraged.

• Celebrate Achievements: Recognise and praise your students

achievements and progress. This might increase their self esteem as

well as their enthusiasm to learn
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• Humor: Appropriate humor can create a positive and enjoyable

classroom atmosphere.

product, process, and learning environment based on student

readiness, interest, or learning profile. The School extends its

heartfelt gratitude to Ms Suresh for providing her valuable insights.

प्रयास किए हैं । स्वतंत्रता संग्राम के  दौरान भारतीय नेताओं ने भी हिंदी को
राष्ट्रीय पहचान के  प्रतीक के  रूप में स्वीकार किया था। हिंदी भाषा का

भावों को उत्पन्न करने वाले शब्दों के  समूह को जन्म देने वाली ऐसी भाषा

सुशोभित है, जिसे देववाणी की प्रतिष्ठा प्राप्त है। देश के  उपलब्ध समस्त साहित्य

में संस्कृ त का साहित्य सर्वश्रेष्ठ एवं सुसंपन्न है। भारत ही नहीं, अपितु विदेश में

भी इस भाषा की प्रतिष्ठा का मुख्य कारण इसका समृद्ध साहित्य व इसकी

कर्णप्रिय ध्वनि है। संस्कृ त ज्ञान, संपन्न, सभ्यता, संस्कृ ति से अनुशासित मधुर एवं

सरल भाषा है। पाश्चात्य के  भाषाविदों ने भी माना है कि यह ग्रीक, लैटिन इत्यादि

भाषाओं से भी प्राचीन है। देवनागरी लिपि में लिखे जाने वाले इसके  वर्तनी वर्ण

अक्षरों और उनसे बनने वाले शब्दों के  उच्चारण में प्रायः कोई आभासी अंतर न

होने के  कारण संस्कृ त को आज जनजीवन के  सबसे महत्वपूर्ण साधन, संगणक

देश में आज से पहले भी अधिक लोकप्रिय श्रीरामचरित मानस का आधार

रामायण व महाभारत के  साथ ही समस्त उपनिषद अट्ठारह पुराण और अन्य

महाकाव्य, नाटक आदि संस्कृ त भाषा में लिखे गए हैं। भारत में यज्ञ और देव

पूजा-पाठ, ईश्वर शक्ति स्रोत, कर्मकांड आदि संस्कृ त भाषा में ही किए जाते हैं।
